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to advance his or her knowledge in nursing, the 
sciences, and the liberal arts. The program helps the 
registered nurse develop analytic and communication 
skills for professional excellence.

The BSN curriculum focuses on holistic health 
promotion for the student, the profession, the 
client, the family, groups, and the community. There 
is a strong emphasis on the nurse’s professional 
development, the needs and future of the profession, 
and the broad, accountable nursing role that 
is needed and expected by today’s health care 
consumer. Faculty expertise, a variety of teaching 
strategies, and learning environments are used to 
meet program and student goals.

The program is tailored to working adults, offering 
part-time enrollment and eight-week terms. 
To accommodate individuals’ unique learning 
preferences, classes are offered in two formats:
